Three Goals: 
Korean Freedom and Democracy League (KFDL) is dedicated to 1) 
promoting the freedom and human rights for the North Korean people, 
2)  protecting the freedom and democracy of the Republic of Korea, and 
3) achieving peaceful reunification of the Korean peninsula based on 
freedom and democracy.   
 

At KFDL, we believe that these three goals are inseparably interlinked. 
As long as North Korea's dictatorship persists--with the possibility of 
becoming even stronger by virtue of its continuing enhancement and 
production of nuclear wepanens-- Republic of Korea's existence is 
threatened and reuniciation will not be possible except under the 
communist rule. 
 

All freedom-loving Korean people, North and South, share the above 
three goals. However, in reality, freedom for the Noth Korean people 
and a free, democaric united Korea are as remote as ever and even south 
Korea’s freedom cannot be taken for granted as long as the dictatorship 
survives or prospers in the North. Such pessimism persists becuase of the 
weak policies of South Korean and the U.S. governments combined with 
the ability of North Korea to manipulate and incapcitate its adversaries 
taking advantage of their ineopttude.

Who We are  
 
Korean Freedom and Democracy League (KFDL) is a private non-profit, IRS Code 501(c)(3) 

organization based in Washington, DC. KFDL was founded in 2002 by a group of people largely 

composed of Korean War veterans to 1) engage in the struggle for freedom and human 

rights for the North Korean people, 2) rescue North Korean defectors who are hiding in 

China, 3) support those defectors in resettlement after they arrive in the U.S., and 4) 

counter the political and intelligence activities of Korean Americans living in the U.S. who 

sympathize with, and support, the North Korean regime.  As one of the founding members 

of North Korea Freedom Coalition, KFDL took part in efforts that led to the passage of the 

North Korea Human Rights Act in Congress in 2004.

워싱턴에서 창설됬습니다.   

 

본 연맹은  교포사회에 북한공산주의 사상침투를 저지하고, 중국내 탈북자들의 자유세계로의 재탈출을 

지원하며, 탈북자 자유세계 적응교육, 북한에 관한 세미나, 대북한 조국안보, 미국의회 입법 지원, 북한 

주민의 자유와 인권 그리고 민주화운동을 목적으로 전국 7 개 대도시에 지부를 두고 친북공산 

좌경세력을 발본 색원하여 미국 교포 사회 침투를 단호히 대처할 것입니다. 

  

KFDL's Approach  
In the spring of 2009 North Korea carried out its second nuclear test and test-fired a series 

of missiles and threatened to take military actions against south Korea. After the United 

Nations Security Council Resolution 1874 was enacted to punish North Korea--which was 

followed by consistently unforgiving U.S. policy-- North Korea has considerably softened its 

posture and released two american reprorts, one South Korean employees of a South 

Korean company at the Kaesong Industrial complex, and the crew of Soukth Korean fishing 

boat, all taken by North Korean ealier. . Despite Obama administation‘s relatively hardline 

policy and the softening of the North Korean govnement, the UNSCR resuiliton 1874 and the 

decunliaion effort will go nowhere just like the fate of the Council Resolution 1718 that was 

adopted after North Korea‘s first nuclear test in 2006.  At this crucial time when North Korea 



is successfully outmaneuvering and frustrating the governments of U.S. and South Korea, 

KFDL has embarked on some new unique programs while pursuing its existing efforts that 

include camgaigning for human rights in North Korea and helping North Korean reguges. .  

  

KDFL's new approach inovles treating the root cause of the failures of the US and South 

Korea in dealing with North Korea.  So far North Korea has been manipulating us, the U.S. 

and South Korea; we must become stronger and be able to control North Korea—not the 

other way around.   

   

Currently many NGOs, some of them members of North Korea Freedom Coalition (NKFC), 

are actively fighting to promote freedom for the North Korean people —by exposing their 

sufferings under the brutal Kim Jong Il regime, by sending messages of hope and truth to 

North Korea (including radio broadcasts, balloon-carried leaflets and other means), and by 

protesting the Chinese government which practices forced repatriation of North Korean 

defectors. And yet, the reality is that these NGO efforts have not resulted in any visible 

improvement in the behavior of either North Korean or Chinese government.   

 

The problem is that the North Korean people are not only brutalized by their own regime; 

their sufferings are sidelined by the leaders of the free world, especially the U.S. and South 

Korea, who are incapable.  The inept policies of these two governments form the root cause 

of the failure to influence North Korea, China, and the United Nations in stopping the North‘s 

nuclear program and promoting freedom and human rights for the North Korean people.  

 

To complement the many NGO efforts that are targeted against our Communist adversaries, 

namely North Korea and China, KFDL will focus attention to the fundamental weaknesses of 

our own governments in Seoul and Washington.  KFDL is a unique organization specializing 

in efforts to change the North Korea policies of the U.S. and South Korea from the current 

pattern of being controlled by North Korea‘s strategies—in particular, military brinkmanship 

and diplomatic manipulations— into more proactive and productive ones.  

 

KFDL‘s new stragegy is based on the theory presented in Peter Kang‘s two articles: English 

article in Future Korea Journal  and Korean ariticle in Korea Daily…..(See columns 

under Opinion). These articles explain what are the causes of the sweakness of the US and 

South Korea and how to overcome thoses seanesses.

Opinion (논단)  (On-line Forum: Talk Freedom) 에 관하여  

  



본 연맹의 정치적 목적은 1) 북한인민을 김정일 폭군 정치로부터 해방시키고, 2) 대한민국의 자유 

민주주의를 수호하며, 3) 궁국적으로는 자유민주주의 통일을 전쟁 없이 이루는것입니다.  본연맹은 

이런 목적들을 성취하는데 필요한 대한민국 국민의 강력한 정신력을 기르는데 도움을 주고자 논단 

(Opinion)을 만들었습니다.  

  

  

이렇게 중요한일은 마땅히 대한민국 정부가 주도해야 될것이지만 이명박 정부는 한편으로는 북한이 

무섭고 또한편으로는 야당과 여론이 무서워서 할일과 할말을 다 못하는 형편이고 분열과 혼란을 

수습하지 못하고 있으니 한탄스럽습니다.  정부가 무능하고 대한민국이 정신적으로 약해진 근본적 

원인은 두가지  반대 각도에서 해석할수 있습니다.  지도자의 지도력이 부족하다고 말할수도 있지만 

그 반대로 지도자의 발목을 잡고 무능하게 만드는 야당과 여론이라고도 할수 있습니다.  정말 

위대한 지도자가 나와서 국민을 단결시켰으면 하는 마음도 가질수 있겠지만 민주주의 사회에서는 

국민대중으로부터 국력이 솟아나야 됩니다. 그러므로 대한민국을 강하게 만들기 위해서는 국민의 

여론이 바로 잡혀야 됩니다.   

  

이대통령은 취임사에서“이념의 시대를 넘어 실용의 시대로 나가야 합니다” 라고 말했고 그후에도 

중도 타협을 주장했으며 이념적으로 국민을 설득시키는 일을 등한히 했습니다. 한편 한국의 

민주당이 주도하는 친북 좌파와 진보세력들은 이명박 정부가 중도 정치를 해야 된다며 이념선전을 

못하게 만들어 놓고 자기들은 촛불시위, 노동운동, 시국선언등 다방면으로 선전 공세를 펴서 결국 

이명박 정부와 한 나라당의 높았던 지지도는 추락했고 국민들은 대거 진보로 쏠리고 말았습니다.    

  

또한 진보 야당들은 국회다수결 방법등 모든 민주주의 체제를 파괴 시키면서 이명박 정부를 무능하게 

만들려고 자기들 말로 “결사적으로” 싸우고 있습니다. 자기들은 폭력과 억지와 주먹과 고함소리로 

민주정치를 파행으로 몰고가며 사회를 혼란에 빠트리면서 오히려 이명박정부가 민주주의를 역행하고 

있다고 주장합니다.  

  

결과적으로  야권은 김정일 정권을 이롭게 하고 북한의 도발행위를 부축였급니다.  북한이 핵시험과 

미사일 발사 그리고 북한이 곳잘 하는짓 즉 사람 잡아가는것등 못된 짓을 저지를때 마다 야당 지도자들은 

북한을 책망하는 대신 이명박 정부를 공격합니다. 북한이 나쁜짓을 할때마다 야당이 이명박을 때리고 

정부를 약화 시키려고 하니 북한은 좋다꾸나 하고 악행을 계속하게 되는것입니다.  

   

야당들이 이렇게 이적행위를 계속할수 있는 이유의 하나는 현재 한국에는 야당들과 생각을 같이 

하는 소위 진보 사상을 가진 사람들이 특히 젊은세대에  너무 많다는것입니다. 진보진영이 

주장하는것은 북한이 전쟁을 일으키는것이 너무 위험하니까 김대중과 노무현의 본보기를 따라서 

북한에게 돈도 주고 김정일을 잘 대접해서 노하지 않게 만들어야 된다는것입니다.  

  

그러나 김대중과 노무현의 이러한 정책이 계속되면 북한은 압력과 제재와 감시가 없는 틈을 이용해서 핵과 

미사일을 최고 수준으로 향상시키고 적화 통일을 위해 급속히 전진할것입니다. 사실 10 년동안  김, 노 두 

대통령의 덕택으로 압력과 제재와 감시가 없어진 시간을 이용하고 또한 김대중이 보내준 막대한 자금을 

투자하여 비밀리에 핵과 미사일을 성공적으로 발전시킬수 있었는데 이제 이명박 정부와 오바마 정부가 

같은 목소리로 핵개발은 절대로 안된다, 경제 제재를 한다, PSI 에 합류해서 북한의 무기수출을 막는다고 

하면서 북한을 압박하니까  김정일 정권은 극도로 화가  날수밖에 없었습니다.    

  

북한이 한반도를 적화 하는 길로 상당히 진전할수 있도록 김, 노 대통령이 10 년간이나 도와 주었는데 

이제 그 길이 막혀지는것을 감지한 북한은 화가 날수밖에 없겠지요.  적화통일의 꿈이 부서지고 이제 

미국과 한국이 강력하게 압력을 계속하면  북한은 망할수밖에 없습니다. 현재 북한은 그러한 압력에 

맞서서 전쟁을 일으킬 군사적 경제적 실력이 없습니다. 전쟁을 일으키면 미국이 북한을 빨리 처부실것이고 

북한의 지도자들은 죽거나 전쟁 범죄자로 처벌 당할것입니다.  

  



그러나 시간이 지나면 북한은 이러한 약점을 씻어 버리고 일어설수 있게 된다는것이 문제입니다. 

한국의 진보 야당이 원하는대로 된다면 북한은 시간을 벌어서 한편으로는 핵무기와 미사일 기술을 

고도로 발전시켜 핵보유국으로 승격시켜 놓은 디음 미국의 핵우산에 대항해서 맞서게 될것이고, 또 

한편으로는 남한의 분열을 부추기고 민주당을 도와 더 강하게 만들고 다음 선거에서 민주당과 

야권이 승리하도록 기다리고 조종할것입니다.  다음 선거에서 좌파가 정권을 잡으면 김, 노 

대통령이 이루지 못한것들을 더 완성시켜 나갈것입니다. 그때 남한의 좌파 정부는 북한을 도와서 

죽어가는 경제를 일으켜 주고 북한과 협잡해서 휴전체제를 평화조약으로 바꾸고 미군을 철수시키는 

운동을 전개할것입니다. 그리고 북한정권과 남한의 좌파가 함께 오랫동안 추궁해온 소위 평화통일을 

향하여 밀고 나갈것입니다. 결국 북한은 핵을 만들어 유리하게 전략적으로 사용하면서도 핵을 쓰지 

않고 전쟁도 하지 않고 적화 통일을 쟁취할수 있을것입니다.  

  

결국 모든것은 시간 문제입니다. 시간을끌면 붕괴해야될 북한은 살아날수 있고 잘살던 대한민국은 망할수 

있습니다. 그러므로 대한민국이 살고 북한 독재를 없애는 길은 대한민국 국민이 빨리 정신을 차리고 

강해져야 되는데 그것을 위해서는 대한민국을 내부에서 좀 먹고 파괴시키는 요소를 빨리 제거해야 됩니다. 

사실 이적 행위를 해온 김, 노 대통령이나 국회에서 폭력을 휘두르는 야당 정치인들은 모두 형무소에 속할 

사람들입니다. 그러나 민주주의 사회에서 정부가 형벌이나 공권력을 써서 강압적으로 야권을 

탄압하는것은 비효과적이고 오히려 역효과를 일으킵니다. 옳은 방법은 국민의 여론을 변화시켜 좌파가 

얼마나 위험하다는것을 인식시키고 민주당이 국민속에 설 자리를 없애 버리거나 좁혀가는것입니다.  

  

바로 이작업을 위해서 한미자유연맹이 인터넷을 무기로 삼아 싸우고자 나섰습니다 . 여러가지 아이디어를 

실은 좋은 글들을 모아 광범위하게 나눠 읽음으로서 이제는 민주당이 국민앞에 설자리를 좁혀가고 애를 

먹고 있는 이명박 정부에게 힘을 실어 주어야 되겠습니다.   

  

 

  

About Forum 

The new on-line project Forum described in Activity 7-b is expected to be the most unique 

function that makes KFDL stand out among other NGOs and think tanks that deal with North 

Korea.  Forum‘s major goal is to defeat North Korea by strengthening the policies of the US 

and South Korean governments. KFDL‘s main target audience is our governments and our 

peoples, not our adversary, North Korea. The following paragraphs describe ways to 

strengthen the South Korean government by identifying and analyzing the root cause of its 

weakness. 

 

We believe that preserving freedom and democracy and a strong government in South 

Korea is the key to South Korea‘s ability to successfully deal with the North Korean 

regime.  The U.S. alone cannot handle North Korea if South Korea remains weak and 

incompetent.  

 

Currently the opposition leftist (progressive) political forces in South Korea led by 

Democratic Party are trying to weaken and disable the democratically elected Lee Myung 

Bak government and his Grand National Party (GNP). Whenever the Lee government wants 

to enact a critical legislation—that can strengthen Republic of Korea‘s ability to deal with 

North Korea— the leftists (and/or the progressives), led by the Democratic Party, have been 

using undemocratic and illegal means, many involving violent physical actions, to prevent 

its passage through the National Assembly.   

 

One case in point is the ―News Media Law‖ aimed at, among other things, reforming the 

ownership of South Korea‘s major broadcasting companies.  South Korea‘s two major 



broadcasting stations, KBS and MBC— which are mostly composed of the people hired under 

the Kim Dae Jung and Roh Moo Hyun presidencies and therefore are leftist or progressive 

oriented—are notoriously critical of the Lee government, siding with the Democratic Party 

and cleverly manipulating the broadcast contents in such a way as to encourage anti-

government political activities.   

 

The leaders of the Democratic Party knew all along that it would be impossible for them to 

defeat the administration‘s media proposal in the National Assembly, which is 

overwhelmingly dominated by the GNP. Therefore they have been trying to block the voting 

process in the National Assembly on the News Media Law through public demonstrations 

and repeated demands for a ―negotiated agreement‖ as opposed to a decision by voting in 

the National Assembly. ―Negotiated agreement‖ means that GNP cannot pass a legislation 

unless the Democratic Party agrees—a purely anti-democratic demand.  But, on July 22, the 

GNP passed the media law at the end of vicious physical fighting inside the Assembly hall 

between the GNP Assembly members and the progressive Assembly members and other 

leftist intruders who had illegally entered the Assembly hall through windows. 

   

The passage of the news media law is sure to bring about a great political turbulence in 

South Korea as the leftists have vowed to ―fight to death‖ not only to overturn the media 

law that was passed but to bring down the Lee Myung Bak government through massive 

street demonstrations. 

  

The Democratic Party‘s effort to weaken the conservative Lee government and destroy the 

democratic process is dangerous in terms of dealing with North Korea. Every time North 

Korea behaves provocatively, the Democratic Party sides with the North and attacks the Lee 

government saying that it is Lee‘s policy toward North Korea, which has caused the North‘s 

provocative behaviors.  North Koreans know that their provocative behaviors pay off by 

making South Korean leftists attack the Lee government and weaken it.   

 

The reality is that these leftist opposition forces have been succeeding in their destructive 

anti-democratic behaviors because there is tremendous public support for their leftist goals.  

And the public support for the leftist ideology is rising because the two major broadcasting 

companies, KBS and MBC—which hold  enormous power in influencing the public opinion of 

the south Korean people— are vigorously instigating the public‘s opposition to the Lee 

government.  

 

If the current situation persists—i.e., if the leftists and progressives continue their 

aggressive effort to weaken and defeat South Korean government‘s ability to control North 

Korea and if the leftists succeed in keeping the news media on their side— North Korea will 

certainly become more powerful and more provocative to the point of achieving its ultimate 

goal, which is to communize the peninsula.   

 

The goal of the Forum section of the KFDL‘s website is to become a hub of exchange of 

ideas to convince the South Korean public that what the Democratic party and its leftist 

followers are doing is dangerously harmful to Korea, its freedom and democracy, and will 

encourage North Korea to continue acting provocatively against South Korea while 

perfecting nuclear weapons. 

   

The only way for the Republic of Korea and its freedom and democracy to survive is to 

stand firm against North Korea. To defend south Korea against communization, South Korea 

must be strong internally and rid itself of the internal chaos being created by the leftist 

forces that are imbedded throughout the Korean society.  Sadly President Lee is incapable 

of strong policy toward North Korea, because the stronger he acts the more vicious and 



massive will become the leftists‘ activities in attacking him and in bringing him down from 

power.  

   

You, the visitors of the site, who sympathize with our goals, are encouraged to send in your 

opinions. We can strengthen the  Lee government by making the Korean people reject the 

destructive political activities of the Democratic party and stand behind the Lee government 

in solving the North Korean problems, be it the denuclearization or the human rights 

issue.  Let‘s beat the pro-North leftists and progressives and support the Lee government so 

that it can act more proactively and forcefully against the Kim Jong Il regime without being 

beaten from behind by the leftists.
