Our Goal 

      Korean Freedom Democracy League of America is engaged in a variety of activities that are geared to the following goals: 1) to achieve freedom and human rights for the North Korean people, 2) to protect the freedom and democracy of the Republic of Korea, and 3) to achieve peaceful unification of the Korean peninsula based on freedom and democracy. Continue reading  
      
     The above goals of KFDL are in sharp contrast to the current goals sought by South Korea and the U.S. The goals of these governments are, albeit with some variations of emphases, 1) the denuclearization of North Korea, without a parallel effort for freedom and human rights, and 2) peace and reconciliation with North Korea. This second goal presupposes the continuation of the dictatorship in the North and therefore goes against the process of unification based on freedom and democracy. 
     While South Korea and the U.S. are pursuing these goals, North Korea is gaining additional time to improve its war capabilities. If Washington and Seoul continue allowing the precious time to Pyongyang, either there will be a semi-permanent division of the Korean peninsula, or North Korea will try to take over the South after advancing its nuclear, chemical, biological, and missile technologies to a critical level. North Korea’s strategy is to carry out ideological and guerilla wars and use the weapons of mass destruction primarily as political tools so that the U.S. nuclear umbrella to protect South Korea will become useless.  

     
     Many human rights organizations are widely engaged in anti-North Korea activities, including 1) exposing the cruelties committed by the regime, 2) sending messages of hope and truth into the North by means of broadcasts, balloon-carried fliers, and other means, 3) rescuing North Korean refugees out of China, and 4) protesting against the Chinese government’s practice of repatriating North Koreans back to their prison homeland, where they would suffer torture, imprisonment and/or executions. Notwithstanding these important activities being carried out by many NGOs around the world, both denuclearization and human rights efforts are not producing any results, except building up additional time for North Korea’s war preparations—simply because the governments of the US and South Korea are incapable.   

    The US and South Korean governments are failing because their policies are based on the illusions created by North Korea’s strategic deceptions.  The U.S. and South Korea are being fooled and manipulated by North Korea.   

     Numerous human rights organizations have long been fighting against the cruelties of the governments of North Korea and China, but Washington and Seoul are refusing to join such efforts because they mistakenly believe that non-interference on the human rights abuses will help the denuclearization process.   

     Based on its goals for freedom, democracy and unification, KFDL has established the Opinion section on this website to develop and exchange creative ideas for countering the challenges posed by the North Korea.  As one of its new approaches, KFDL will focus on explaining the deception strategy of North Korea and mending the inabilities of the US and South Korea caused by that strategy. KFDL’s primary emphasis is not on attacking our adversaries, North Korea and China —which many other NGO’s are already doing— but on changing the attitude and strengthening the will on the part of the governments and peoples on our side. Our primary target audience comprises the following three entities: 

    1) Policy makers of the US and South Korea (They have become inept and weak under North Korea’s strategic deceptions)
    2) South Korean people (The vicious and constant ideological infighting between the pro-American conservatives and the pro-North leftists is making it impossible for the Lee Myung-Bak government to carry out a strong North Korea policy)
    3) North Korea experts in academia and think tanks in both the US and South Korea (They overwhelmingly believe that North Korean dictatorship cannot be defeated and that the US and South Korea must continue negotiations with the North making concessions.  These experts have been consistently influencing the two governments into appeasement policies)
     The Opinion pages of this website show some examples of what KFDL hopes to be creative initiatives for changing the policies of our governments and the attitude of our peoples as a crucial requirement for changing North Korea.                 
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
